1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.

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2. Carefully route the OE wire harness and plug into the supplied harness extension. Route around the vehicle. Note: Zip ties
or double sided tape can be used to route harness and to hold the sensor in position.

3. Using the supplied wire harness extensions, plug all sensor connections together. See Figure 1-2 for plug orientation.
