Install each of the lower mounting brackets using the stock bolts but
do not fully tighten down the bolts. You will need these slightly loose
to aid in installation. Make sure to install each bracket orientated as

shown. The passenger-side bracket is shown for reference.

Place the Mishimoto radiator and intercooler assembly into the

vehicle. The pins and grommets should fall into the holes cut out in

the brackets. The top factory brackets have a hook that should hold
the radiator in place while tightening all the bolts. Once the radiator
is in place, make sure to tighten the two upper and four lower

mounting bolts.

Install the fan shroud onto the Mishimoto radiator using the four
included HF6X1.0-20A bolts and four of the included MM1152-18 washers.
Please note that this is shown with the radiator and fan shroud removed

from the vehicle for reference only.
