STOCK SUSPENSION REMOVALSECTION 2.
1.	 Support the hub assembly to prevent over-extension of suspension components.

2.	 Disconnect the stabilizer bar end link from the stabilizer bar. Unthread the lower shock mount nut from the 
stabilizer bar end link and remove end link from the vehicle (Figs. 3 & 4).

PREPARE THE VEHICLESECTION 1.
1.	 Elevate and support the vehicle with safety stands or a hoist at approved lifting points. 

2.	 Remove the front wheels. (Fig. 2)

SKIP STEP 3 FOR THE NISSAN Z (RZ34) ONLY.CAUTION
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3.	 Disconnect the wheel speed sensor wire and brake line from the shock (Figs. 5 & 6).

4.	 Within the engine compartment, unbolt and remove the three shock upper mount bolts. Z (RZ34)/370z (Z34) 
models will need to have the shock tower brace removed to access the upper shock mounts (Fig. 7).

5.	 Remove shock from the vehicle and remove the thin gasket material from the shock upper mount and place 
on the new assembly (Fig. 8).
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1.	 Begin by installing the leader line into the air spring. Tighten the appropriate fitting to the air line (1 3/4 turns 
beyond hand-tight). Tighten the leader line into the air spring 1 3/4 turns beyond hand-tight (Fig. 9).

2.	 Insert the shock assembly into the shock tower and attach the upper bracket to the chassis. The shock 
should be installed so that the air spring air port is directed toward the engine compartment. Torque the 
upper bracket nuts to 38.5Nm (28 lb.-ft.).

3.	 Attach the shock eye mount to the lower transverse link. Do not torque the attaching bolt at this time.

INSTALL THE KIT COMPONENTSSECTION 3.

FOR COIL TO AIR UPGRADE KIT INSTALLATIONS ONLY: Please refer to the included 
Coil to Air Upgrade Kit installation guide (MN-2000) for details on how to disassemble the 
coilovers and assemble the air springs.

Also refer to your control system installation guide to ensure the installation of your          
air suspension system is complete.

All dampers come pre-set to even lengths, and locking collars are pre-tightened. It is always 
recommended to double-check that the dampers are the same length side to side, and the 
locking collars are tight.

Please refer to the User Guide included with the kit for any suspension setup adjustments.

FOR THE NISSAN Z (RZ34), THE BRAKE LINE BRACKET IS NOT USED AND REQUIRES 
REMOVAL FROM THE SHOCK ASSEMBLIES. REMOVE THE BOLT FROM THE BRACKET AND 
PRY THE BRACKET OPEN, REMOVING IT FROM THE SHOCKS.

SKIP STEP 4 BELOW FOR THE NISSAN Z (RZ34) ONLY.CAUTION

4.	 Clip the wheel speed sensor wire onto the bracket on the shock body. Fasten the brake line to this bracket 
and torque to 22Nm (16 lb.-ft.).

5.	 Z (RZ34)/370z (Z34) models: Reattach the tower brace. Torque to 45Nm (33 lb.-ft.).
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ROUTE THE AIR LINESSECTION 4.

AFTER INSTALLATION, ENSURE ALL ORIGINAL EQUIPMENT VEHICLE SAFETY FEATURES 
ARE PROPERLY CALIBRATED BY A QUALIFIED TECHNICIAN. CHANGING VEHICLE HEIGHT 
MAY AFFECT FUNCTIONING OF SAFETY SENSORS AND CAMERAS.

1.	 Fully compress the suspension using a jack. With the suspension compressed, review the best routing for the 
air line that is clear of all suspension and steering components. 

2.	 Routing should allow for the suspension to extend and steer without kinking, pulling the line tight, or rubbing 
on other components. Following the brake line routing is often a good place to start. Check clearances to all 
other components.

AFTER INITIAL INSTALLATION OF SLEEVE-STYLE DAMPERS

DO NOT CYCLE THE SUSPENSION WITH THE AIR LINE CONNECTED TO THE LEADER 
LINE WITHOUT FIRST ADDING AIR SPRING PRESSURE. DOING SO MAY CAUSE THE AIR 
SPRING TO IMPROPERLY INFLATE (FIG. A). IT IS SAFE TO CYCLE THE SUSPENSION 
TO CHECK FOR CLEARANCES ETC. WITH THE LEADER LINE OPEN TO ATMOSPHERE 
(DISCONNECTED FROM AIR LINE).

BEFORE SETTING VEHICLE ON THE GROUND FOR THE FIRST TIME, IT IS VERY 
IMPORTANT TO INFLATE THE AIR SPRINGS TO AT LEAST 3.5BAR (50 PSI). THIS WILL 
PREVENT ANY POSSIBILITY OF THE AIR SPRING KICKING OUT AND CAUSING A LEAK 
(FIGS. A, B & C).

Remove air-line from 
spring to release vacuum and re-attach. 
Inflate to more than 3.5BAR (50 PSI) 
before lowering car to ground.

1.	 Refer to the User Guide supplied with this kit to set up the suspension.

2.	 Upon successful completion of the installation, follow these pressure requirements for the air springs.

Torque Specifications

Upper control arms to bracket 70 52

Transverse link to shock clevis 107 79

CHECK FOR BINDING

MAKE SURE THE FRONT WHEELS ARE STRAIGHT WHEN DEFLATING  
AND REINFLATING AIR SPRINGS.

1.	 Inflate and deflate the system (do not exceed 10.3BAR [150 PSI]) to check for clearance or binding issues.  
With the air springs deflated, check clearances on everything so as not to pinch brake lines, vent tubes, etc. 
Clear lines if necessary.

2.	 Inflate the air springs to 5.2-6.2BAR (75-90 PSI) and check all connections for leaks.

FAILURE TO MAINTAIN ADEQUATE MINIMUM PRESSURE (OR PRESSURE 
PROPORTIONAL TO LOAD) MAY RESULT IN EXCESSIVE BOTTOMING OUT 
AND WILL VOID THE WARRANTY.

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	 Clearance — Inflate the air springs to 5.2-6.2BAR (75-90 PSI) and make sure there is at least 13mm (1/2") 
clearance from anything that might rub against the air spring. This should be checked with the air spring 
fully inflated and fully deflated.

	 Leak — Inflate the air springs to 5.2-6.2BAR (75-90 PSI) and check all connections for leaks. All leaks must be 
eliminated before the vehicle is road-tested.

	 Heat — Be sure there is sufficient clearance from heat sources, at least 152mm (6") from air springs and air 
lines. If a heat shield was included in the kit, install it. If there is no heat shield, but one is required, call Air 
Lift customer service at (800) 248-0892.

	 Fastener — Recheck all bolts for proper torque.

	 Road — Inflate the air springs to recommended driving pressures (see previous page). Drive the vehicle 16km 
(10 miles) and recheck for clearance, loose fasteners, and air leaks.

	 Operating instructions — If professionally installed, the installer should review the operating instructions 
with the owner. Be sure to provide the owner with all paperwork that came with the kit.

DAMPING ADJUSTMENT

1.	 The dampers in this kit have 32 settings, or “clicks,” of adjustable compression and rebound damping 
characteristics. Damping is changed through the damper rod using the supplied adjuster (example shown 
here) or a 3mm hex key (not included). 

2.	 Turn the adjuster clockwise (H), and the damping settings are hardened, reducing oscillations and body 
motion. Turn the adjuster counterclockwise (S), and the damping is softened. 

3.	 Each damper will need to be set after installation and your initial drive, as they are not pre-set. It may take 
multiple adjustments to dial in your ideal ride. A good starting point is in the middle at 16 clicks from full soft, 
then drive the vehicle and make adjustments either softer or stiffer.
