	 Clean the back of the canister assembly (C) where you will be 
applying the hook piece (G) with adhesion promoter (R). Allow the 
surface to dry. Pull the protection material (F) with the hook piece 
already attached to the bottom loop piece, wrap it around the 
bottom of the canister to the lower back edge of the canister sheet 
metal. Make sure it is pulled tight before attaching the adhesive to 
the canister.

Clean the canister assembly (C) where you will be applying the 
hook piece (G) with adhesion promoter (R).

Before removing the backing from the hook piece, dry fit to 
make sure you are attaching along the top edge of the canister 
sheet metal by centering the protection material (F) to the space 
available on canister (C). Use a tape measure to help. Then while 
holding in place, lift and peel the backing off the hook piece and 
stick it to the canister.

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OPENING AND USING THE COVER: To use your cover, open the lock cover, insert key and turn until unlocked. Then press the button on 
the pop-up latch to release. The latch handle can be used to push the cover closed or pull the cover open.

CLOSING AND LOCKING THE COVER: To latch your cover 
anywhere along the rail, push down firmly on the pop up latch. You 
can lock this location by opening the lock cover, inserting the key 
and turning it to lock the cover in place.

LOCK COVER ADJUSTMENT: A 3/32” Allen wrench can be used 
to adjust the pointed set-screw on the lock arm. Turn clockwise to 
increase latching pressure on the rail, or turn counter-clockwise if 
the lock is too hard to close. Use the same method on passenger 
side jam nut.

SECURING LOOSE CARGO: Retractable covers help in transport-
ing loose and large cargo, a unique feature that most bed covers 
cannot claim. NOTE: Cargo should still be secured to the truck 
bed to prevent it from coming loose. To help secure any item too 
big to fit under the cover, latch the lock handle shut against the 
item to help keep it in place.

DRAIN TUBE REINSERTION WHEN REINSERTING THE 
COVER AFTER FIRST INSTALL: After the first install of the cover 
use the drain tubes coming from the canister into the top of the 
drain tube disconnect to reinstall and uninstall the canister from 
the fixed rails.
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE
The truck bed cover requires occasional cleaning with mild automotive soap and water only. Avoid using abrasive cleaners as they may dull 
the finish. Some chemicals and fluids such as insect repellents, oils, solvents, and lubricants could potentially damage the rubber hinges and 
seals and void the warranty.   

The weather stripping may absorb soapy residue from a car wash, it is recommended to wipe down the inside of the rails from time to time.

IMPORTANT: NEVER spray any lubricant or cleaner on the rails. THIS WILL VOID YOUR WARRANTY. The ball bearings are sealed and will not 
need any lubricant or spray. If the rails feel a little ‘sticky’, you may rub some paraffin (candle) wax along them until they wear in.

DO NOT wax your cover. The weather-stripping on your cover may absorb soapy residue from a car wash, so we recommend wiping down the 
inside of your rails from time to time. 

CAUTION
Always read the ingredients of any product you are using to clean your truck bed cover. Make sure that you use only products that are safe for 
use with rubber. Many cleaners contain chemicals that could permanently discolor or damage your hinges and seals.

Periodically check that your cover is securely attached to your truck bed and working as intended. Inspect all hardware such as clamps and 
cover retainer clamps to ensure they are properly installed and working as intended. Covers that are used at high frequency or subject to 
rough roadways and/or heavy vibration conditions may cause the cover to require adjustment.

It is also recommended that you regularly inspect and service each panel latch. Clean away any excess dirt or grime. Ensure all latches move 
freely in and properly engage the side rail to provide optimal performance and security. 

SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
n	DO NOT tow your vehicle from the rear with the cover on your vehicle. If towing from the rear is required, the cover MUST be removed from 		
	 the vehicle and properly stored.

n	DO NOT allow gasoline to come in contact with the cover.

n	All large and heavy cargo must be secured by straps.

n	NEVER allow children or pets in the truck bed while the cover is closed.

n	The cover is not airtight. Special care is required to keep cargo clean and dry.

n	Tonneau covers do not prevent theft of items stored in the truck bed.

n	The draw latch pin must be inserted fully into the draw latch.

n	Beware of pinch points when inserting the canister into the mounting bracket boot retainer.

n	The draw latch bracket has an exposed rough edge.

n	Use two people to lift the canister, following general lift safety practices: do not lift with your back, and avoid dropping it on your foot or 		
	 other body parts.

n	DO NOT use the lift handles as tie-downs. They are intended only for removing and inserting the canister into the truck bed, and for 
	 securing it to the rails.

n	DO NOT use the lift handles to climb into the vehicle.

n	Periodically check that all clamps are secure and tightened to the specified torque.

n	Remove snow or any foreign material from the cover before operating it.
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TRUCK OWNERS MANUAL
Be sure to refer to the truck owner’s manual for load ratings for the truck. When calculating weight of cargo, be sure to include occupants and 
the cover. Cover with rack system= 125Ibs.

For installation instructions and load ratings for the rack system, refer to the rack system’s manual.

Check the vehicle manufacturer’s weight capacity in the owner’s manual.

CAUTION
To prevent damage or loss of cargo when driving, check to make sure cross bars and cargo are securely fastened. 

Loading cargo on the roof rack will make the vehicle’s center of gravity higher. 

Avoid high speeds, sudden starts, sharp turns, sudden braking or abrupt maneuvers; otherwise, it may result in a loss of control. 

If driving for a long distance on rough roads, or at high speeds, occasionally stop the vehicle and make sure the cargo remains in its place.

Draw latches not cinching all the way:​ Make sure canister is properly attached to the  mount brackets. If needed, remove the canister and try 
to re-insert it reset canister install (see step 16). If this works, you can proceed with your use of the cover - if not, continue below.
