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1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative 
battery cable.
NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable 
erases pre-programmed electronic memories. 
Write down all memory settings before 
disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some 
radios will require an anti-theft code to be 
entered after the battery is reconnected. The 
anti-theft code is typically supplied with your 
owner’s manual.

3. Remove the two bolts that secure the EVAP 
fitting to the factory intake tube and remove the 
fitting from the intake tube.

4. Loosen the two hose clamps shown and then 
remove the factory intake tube assembly.

5. Remove the two bolts that secure the fresh air 
duct to the core support.

6. Remove the two bolts that secure the air filter 
hosing and then remove the housing from the 
vehicle.

7. Remove the hard plastic cover from the mass air 
sensor harness pig tail.

8. Remove a mounting grommet from the factory 
air filter housing and install it into the K&N filter 
housing as shown.

9. Set the K&N air filter housing into the vehicle, 
secure the rear of the housing with the factory 
mounting bolt. Secure the front of the housing with 
the hardware provided.

10. Snap the K&N badge into the filter housing.

ROAD TESTING:

19. It will be necessary for all K&N® high flow intake 
systems to be checked periodically for realignment, 
clearance and tightening of all connections.  
Failure to follow the above instructions or proper 
maintenance may void warranty.

18. Reconnect the vehicle’s negative battery cable. 
Double check to make sure everything is tight and 
properly positioned before starting the vehicle.

1. Start the engine with the transmission in neutral 
or park, and the parking brake engaged. Listen for 
air leaks or odd noises. For air leaks secure hoses 
and connections. For odd noises, find cause and 
repair before proceeding.
